housing (you will hear a click).

* Projecting parts on the hose cap should be
aligned correspondingly.

2. To remove the hose (7), press the unlocking
buttons on the sides of the hose cap (6) and pull
the hose.

5. After washing the outlet filter under running
water, wring it out slightly and let it dry (for 24
hours minimum).
