3.2 Temperature display
During normal operation, the display shows:
- the highest freezing temperature
The temperature display flashes if/when:
- You change the temperature setting
- The appliance is not cold enough after switching on
- The temperature rises by several degrees
Stripes flash in the display if/when:
- The freezer temperature exceeds 0 °C.
The following displays indicate a fault. Possible causes and
solutions: (see 7 Malfunctions) .
- F0 to F9
- The power failure symbol  flashes.

4 Putting into operation
4.1 Switching on the appliance
Note
The manufacturer recommends:
u Store frozen produce at -18 °C or colder.

Switch on the appliance approx. 2 hours before loading for the
first time.
u Open the door.
u Press On/Off button Fig. 2 (1).
w The temperature display and the alarm symbol flash until the

temperature is sufficiently low. If the temperature is above
0 °C, dashes flash. If it is below, the current temperature
flashes.

w The interior light is on when the door is open.
w If “DEMO” is displayed, demo mode is activated. Please

contact the after sales service.

5 Control
5.1 Child proofing
The child-proofing function enables you to make
sure that the appliance is not inadvertently switched
off by playing children.

5.1.1 Setting the child lock function
u To activate the setting mode: press SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (5) for about 5 s.
w c flashes on the display.
w The menu symbol Fig. 2 (9) shines.
u Briefly press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (5).to confirm.

When c1 is indicated in the display:
u Tto activate the child lock, briefly press the

SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (5).
w The child lock symbol Fig. 2 (10) shines. c flashes in the

display.
When c0 is indicated in the display:

u to deactivate the child lock, briefly press the SuperFrost
button Fig. 2 (5).

w The child lock symbol Fig. 2 (10) goes out. c flashes in the
display.

u To deactivate the set-up mode: press On/Off button
Fig. 2 (1) .

-or-
u Wait for 5 minutes.
w The temperature is indicated again in the temperature

display.

5.2 Door alarm
An audible warning sounds if the door is open for
longer than 60 seconds.
The audible warning stops automatically when the
door is closed.

5.2.1 Muting the door alarm
The audible alarm can be muted when the door is open. The
sound switch-off function is active as long as the door is left
open.
u Press alarm button Fig. 2 (7).
w The door alarm is silenced.

5.3 Temperature alarm
The audible alarm sounds if the freezer temperature
is not cold enough.
The temperature display and the alarm symbol
Fig. 2 (8) flash at the same time.

Controls and displays
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The cause of the temperature being too high may be:
- warm fresh food was placed inside
- too much warm ambient air flowed in when rearranging and

removing food
- Prolonged power outage
- the appliance is faulty
The audible alarm is automatically silenced, the alarm symbol
Fig. 2 (8) goes out and the temperature display stops flashing
when the temperature is sufficiently cold again.
If the alarm status persists: (see 7 Malfunctions) .
Note
Food may be spoilt if the temperature is not cold enough.
u Check the quality of the food. Do not consume spoiled food.

5.3.1 Muting the temperature alarm
The audible alarm can be muted. When the temperature is
sufficiently cold again, the alarm function is active again.
u Press alarm button Fig. 2 (7).
w The audible alarm is silenced.

5.4 Freezing food
The rating plate indicates the maximum quantity of fresh food
you can freeze within 24 hours (see 1 Appliance at a glance)
under “Freezing capacity ... kg/24h”.
The maximum load for the top drawer is 5 kg and for the other
drawers 25 kg each.
The shelves can each be loaded with 35 kg of frozen food.
A vacuum is generated after the door is closed. After closing
the door, wait for about 1 minute and then it opens more easily.

CAUTION
Risk of injury due to broken glass!
Bottles and cans containing drinks may burst when being
frozen. This applies particularly to sparkling drinks.
u Do not freeze bottles and cans containing drinks!
So that the food is rapidly frozen through to the core, do not
exceed the following quantities per pack
- Fruit, vegetables up to 1 kg
- Meat up to 2.5 kg
u Pack the food in portions in freezer bags, reusable plastic,

metal or aluminium containers

5.5 Thawing food
- in the refrigerator compartment
- in a microwave oven
- in a conventional or fan oven
- at room temperature
u Remove only as much food as is required. Use thawed food

as quickly as possible.
u Food once thawed should be re-frozen only in exceptional

cases.

5.6 Setting the temperature
The appliance is pre-set for normal operation.
The temperature can be set between -14 °C and -26 °C, the
recommended temperature is -18 °C.
u To set the temperature higher: press Up button Fig. 2 (3).
u To set the temperature lower: press Down button Fig. 2 (4).
w When the button is pressed the first time, the previous value

is indicated in the temperature display.
u To change the temperature in 1 °C steps: briefly press the

button.

-or-
u To change the temperature continuously: hold down the

button.
w The value is displayed flashing during the setting operation.
w The actual temperature is displayed approx. 5 seconds after

the button is last pressed. The temperature gradually adjusts
to the new value.

5.7 SuperFrost
With this function you can freeze fresh food quickly
through to the core. The appliance operates with
maximum refrigeration. The noise of the refrigeration
unit may be temporarily louder as a result.
You can freeze as many kilograms of fresh food within 24 hrs
as is indicated on the type plate under “Freezing capacity ...
kg/24hrs”. This maximum freezing quantity can vary depending
on model and climate class.
You have to activate SuperFrost in good time, depending on
how much fresh food is to be frozen: about 6 hours before
placing the food inside in case of small amounts and about 24
hours in advance in case of the maximum amount of food to be
frozen.
Wrap produce and spread it out as far as possible. Do not allow
produce to be frozen to touch produce that is already frozen to
prevent the latter thawing.
You do not have to activate SuperFrost in the following cases:
- when placing frozen food in the freezer
- when freezing up to approx. 2 kg fresh food daily

5.7.1 Freezing with SuperFrost
u Briefly press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (5) once.
w The SuperFrost symbol Fig. 2 (6) shines.
w The freezing temperature drops, the appliance operates with

the maximum cooling capacity.
For a smaller quantity of produce to be frozen:

u wait approx. 6 h.
u Place wrapped produce in the deep bottom drawers.

For the maximum quantity of produce to be frozen:
u wait approx. 24 h.
u Remove the deep bottom drawers and place produce

directly on the bottom shelves.
w SuperFrost is automatically deactivated. Depending on the

quantity placed inside, after 30 h at the earliest, 65 h at the
latest.

w The SuperFrost symbol Fig. 2 (6) extinguishes once freezing
is completed.

u Place produce in the drawers and push the latter back in
again.

w The appliance continues to operate in the energy-saving,
normal mode.

5.8 Drawers
Note
The energy consumption increases and the cooling perform-
ance reduces if the air ventilation is insufficient.
u Ensure that the air slits of the fan on the rear wall are always

kept free!

u To store frozen food directly on the shelves Lift the drawer at

5.9 Shelves
5.9.1 Moving shelves
u To remove the shelf: lift up at the

front and pull out.
u To put the shelf back: simply push

5.10 VarioSpace
You can remove the shelves
and drawers. This leaves more
room for larger food items such
as poultry, meat, large game
and tall baked goods, which
can be frozen whole before
further preparation.

u The maximum load for the top drawer is 5 kg and for the
other drawers 25 kg each.

u The shelves can each be loaded with 35 kg of frozen food.

5.11 Extractor rails
u To clean the glass racks, remove

the retractable rails: press
front support hooks upwards (1),
slide the retractable rail away to
one side (2) and backwards (3).

u Replacing the retractable rail:
attach hook at back (1) and
engage at front (2).

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5.15 IceMaker*
The IceMaker is in the fifth drawer from the top. The drawer is
“marked” IceMaker.
Make certain that the following conditions are met:
- The appliance is level.
- The appliance is connected.
- The IceMaker is connected to the water supply.

5.15.1 Switching on the IceMaker*

u Pull out the drawer.
u Press the On/Off button Fig. 9 (1) so that the LED Fig. 9 (2)

shines.
u Push in the drawer.
w The IceMaker symbol Fig. 2 (12) shines.

u The IceMaker produces ice cubes only if the drawer is fully

closed.

5.15.2 Producing ice cubes*
The production capacity depends on the freezer tempera-
ture. The lower the temperature, the more ice cubes can be
produced in a specific period.
The ice cubes drop from the IceMaker into the drawer. When a
certain filling level has been reached, no further ice cubes are
produced. The IceMaker does not fill the drawer right up to the
brim.
Distribute the ice cubes evenly in the drawer to increase the
capacity.
If large quantities of ice cubes are needed, the complete
IceMaker drawer can be exchanged for the adjacent drawer.
When the drawer is closed, the IceMaker automatically re-
commences production.
Once the IceMaker has been switched on for the first time, it
may take up to 24 hours until the first ice cubes are produced.
Note
When the appliance is used for the first time and if it has been
out of use for a long time, particles may collect in the IceMaker
and/or water conduit.
u Do not use or consume ice cubes that have been made 24

hours after the first ice cubes are made.

5.15.3 Setting the water intake time*
The opening time of the IceMaker valve can be set if, for
example, the water pressure in the pipe is too low or too high.
The water intake time can be set in stages from E1 (short intake
time) to E8 (long intake time). The intake is preset at E3.
u To activate the setting mode: press the SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (5) for about 5 s.
w The display indicates c.
w Themenu symbol Fig. 2 (9) shines.
u Using the Up setting button Fig. 2 (3) or Down setting button

Fig. 2 (4) select E.
u To confirm: briefly press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (5).

u To increase the water intake time: press the Up
setting button Fig. 2 (3).

u To reduce the water intake time: press the Down
setting button Fig. 2 (4).

u To confirm: press the SuperFrost button
Fig. 2 (5).

u To deactivate the setting mode: press the On/Off button
Fig. 2 (1).

-or-
u Wait for 5 minutes.
w The temperature is indicated again in the temperature

display.

5.15.4 Switching off the IceMaker*
If no ice cubes are needed, the IceMaker can be switched off
independently of the freezer compartment.
When the IceMaker is switched off, the IceMaker drawer can
also be used for freezing and storing food.
u Press the On/Off button for about 1 second until the LED

goes out.
w The IceMaker symbol Fig. 2 (12) goes out.
u Clean the IceMaker.
w This ensures that no water or ice remains in the IceMaker.

6 Maintenance
6.1 Defrosting with NoFrost
The NoFrost system automatically defrosts the appliance.
The moisture condenses on the evaporator, is periodically
defrosted and evaporates.
u The appliance does not have to be manually defrosted.

6.2 Cleaning the appliance
Clean the appliance regularly.

WARNING
Risk of injury and damage as a result of hot steam!
Hot steam can lead to burns and can damage the surfaces.
u Do not use any steam cleaners!

NOTICE
Incorrect cleaning damages the appliance!
u Do not use cleaning agents in concentrated form.
u Do not use any scouring or abrasive sponges or steel wool.

that contain sand, chloride or acid.

u Clean the vent grille regularly.
w Dust deposits increase energy consumption.
u Clean plastic outer and inner surfaces with lukewarm

water and a little washing-up liquid.

Maintenance
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u Most of the parts can be dismantled for cleaning: see the
relevant chapter.

u Clean drawers by hand with lukewarm water and a little
washing up liquid.

u Clean other items of equipment by hand with lukewarm
water and a little washing-up liquid.

u Only use a damp cloth to clean the telescopic rails. The
grease in the runners is for lubrication purposes and must
not be removed.

After cleaning:
u Wipe dry the appliance and items of equipment.
u Connect the appliance and switch it on again.
u Switch on SuperFrost (see 5.7 SuperFrost) .

When the temperature is sufficiently cold:
u Put the food back inside.

6.3 Cleaning the IceMaker*
The drawer of the IceMaker has to be emptied and slid in.
u To activate the setting mode: press the SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (5) for about 5 s.
w The display indicates c.
w The menu symbol Fig. 2 (9) shines.
u Using the Up setting button Fig. 2 (3)/ Down setting button

Fig. 2 (4) select I.
u To confirm: press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (5).
u Using the Up setting button Fig. 2 (3)/ Down

setting button Fig. 2 (4) select Ic.
u To confirm: press the SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (5).
w The IceMaker moves into the cleaning position and switches

off.
u To deactivate the setting mode: press the On/Off button

Fig. 2 (1).
-or-
u Wait for 2 minutes.
w The temperature is indicated again in the temperature

display.
u Remove the drawer.
u Clean the ice cube tray and drawer with warm water. If

necessary, use mild washing-up liquid. Then rinse.
u Slide in the drawer again.
u Leave the IceMaker switched off in this position.
-or-
NOTICE
Rinse agent residue in the ice compartment and drawer.
Nausea or irritation of the mucous membrane.
u Remove rinse agent residue: Discard the first three batches

of ice cubes.
u Switch the IceMaker on (see 5.15 IceMaker*) .

Appliance does not work.
→ The appliance is not switched on.
u Switching on the appliance.
→ The power plug is not properly inserted in the wall socket.
u Check power plug.
→ The fuse of the wall socket is not in order.
u Check fuse.
The compressor runs for a long time.
→ The compressor switches to a low speed when little cold is

needed. Although the running time is increased as a result,
energy is saved.

u This is normal in energy-saving models.
→ SuperFrost is activated.

Malfunctions
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u The compressor runs for longer in order to rapidly cool the
food. This is normal.

A LED on the bottom rear of the appliance (at the
compressor) flashes repeatedly every 5 seconds*.
→ There is a fault.
u Please contact the after-sales service (see 6 Mainte-

nance) .
Excessive noise.
→ Due to the various speed steps, speed-regulated* compres-

sors can generate different running noises.
u The sound is normal.
A bubbling and gurgling noise.
→ This noise comes from the refrigerant flowing in the refriger-

ation circuit.
u The sound is normal.
A quiet clicking noise.
→ The noise is produced whenever the refrigeration unit

(motor) automatically switches on or off.
u The sound is normal.
A hum. It is briefly a little louder when the refrigeration
unit (the motor) switches on.
→ The refrigeration increases automatically when the

SuperFrost, function is activated, fresh food has just been
placed in the appliance or the door has been left open for a
while.

u The sound is normal.
→ The ambient temperature is too high.
u Solution: (see 1.2 Appliance range of use)
A low hum.
→ The sound is produced by air flow noise of the fan.
u The sound is normal.
Vibration noises
→ The appliance is not standing firmly on the floor. As a result

objects and adjacent units start to vibrate when the refriger-
ator is running.

u Check the installation and realign the appliance.
Flow sound at the soft stop mechanism.
→ The noise is produced when the door is opened and

closed.
u The sound is normal.
The temperature display indicates: F0 to F9
→ There is a fault.
u Please contact the after-sales service (see 6 Mainte-

nance) .

Power failure flashes in the temperature display . The
highest temperature reached during power failure is indi-
cated in the temperature display.
→ The freezer temperature rose too high over the last hours

or days due to a power failure or power interruption. When
the power interruption is over, the appliance will continue to
operate in the last temperature setting.

u To cancel the display of the warmest temperature: press
alarm button Fig. 2 (7).

u Check the quality of the food. Do not consume spoiled food.
Do not re-freeze thawed food.

DEMO shines in the temperature display.
→ The demo mode is activated.
u Please contact the after-sales service (see 6 Mainte-

nance) .
The outer surfaces of the appliance are warm*.
→ The heat of the refrigeration circuit is used to prevent

condensate from forming.
u This is normal.
The IceMaker cannot be switched on. *
→ The appliance and therefore the IceMaker are not

connected.

u Connect the appliance to the mains (see 4 Putting into
operation) .

The IceMaker does not make any ice cubes.*
→ The IceMaker is not switched on.
u Switch on the IceMaker.
→ The drawer of the IceMaker is not properly closed.
u Close the drawer properly.
→ The water connection is not open.
u Open the water connection.
→ The water intake to the IceMaker has been interrupted.
u Check the water connection (see Water Connection in the

Fitting Instructions).
u Check the hosing (see Water Connection in the Fitting

Instructions).
→ The screen located in the end piece of the water intake

hose or the screen located in the connecting piece on the
appliance is blocked.

u Clean the screens.
The temperature is not cold enough.
→ The door of the appliance is not properly closed.
u Close the door of the appliance.
→ Insufficient ventilation.
u Keep ventilation grille clear, and clean it.
→ The ambient temperature is too high.
u Solution: (see 1.2 Appliance range of use) .
→ The appliance was opened too frequently or for too long.
u Wait to see whether the appliance reaches the required

temperature by itself. If not, please contact the after sales
service (see 6 Maintenance) .

→ Too much fresh food was placed inside without SuperFrost.
u Solution: (see 5.7 SuperFrost)
→ The temperature is incorrectly set.
u Set the temperature to a colder setting and check after 24

hours.
→ The appliance is too close to a source of heat (stove, heater

etc).
u Change the position of the appliance or the source of heat.
→ The appliance was not inserted properly into the recess.
u Check whether the appliance was inserted correctly and

the door closes properly.
Dashes (“- -”) are shown on the display.
→ The freezing temperature has risen above zero degrees

because of a power cut or power interruption.
u See also "Power failure" and " "
The internal light does not come on.
→ The appliance is not switched on.
u Switch the appliance on.
→ The door was open for longer than 15 minutes.
u The internal light switches itself off automatically after about

15 minutes if the door is open.
→ The LED illumination is faulty or the cover is damaged:

WARNING
Risk of injury due to electric shock!
There are live electrical parts under the cover.
u Only ever have the inside LED light replaced or repaired by

customer service or trained personnel.

Malfunctions
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WARNING
Risk of injury from LED bulb!
The light intensity of the LED light corresponds to hazard group
RG 2.
If the cover is defective:
u Do not look directly into the light from close range. It cause

injury to the eyes.
The door gasket is defective or should be replaced for
other reasons.*
→ In some units, the seal around the door can be replaced.

You will not need any special tools to do this.
u Please contact the after-sales service (see 6 Mainte-

nance) .
The unit has iced up or condensation has formed.*
→ The door seal may have also slipped out of its groove.
u Check to ensure that the door seal is seated properly in the

groove.

8 Decommissioning
8.1 Shut off the water intake*
NOTICE
Malfunction of the water intake!
If the water intake is shut off during operation but the IceMaker
remains in operation, the water intake pipe may ice up.
u Switch off the IceMaker if the water supply is interrupted

(e.g. holiday).

8.2 Switching off the appliance
u Press On/Off button Fig. 2 (1) for approx. 2 seconds.
w A long beep is emitted. The temperature display is dark. The

appliance is switched off.
w If the appliance cannot be switched off, the child lock func-

tion is active (see 5.1 Child proofing) .

8.3 Taking the appliance out of service
u Empty the appliance.
u Put the IceMaker in the cleaning position (see 6 Mainte-

nance) .*
u Switch off the appliance (see 8 Decommissioning) .
u Remove mains connector.
u Clean the appliance (see 6.2 Cleaning the appli-

ance) .
u Leave the door open to prevent odour.

9 Disposal
9.1 Preparing appliance for disposal

Liebherr uses batteries in some of its appliances.
In the EU, for environmental reasons, legislation
obliges the end user to remove these batteries
before disposing of old appliances. If your appli-
ance contains batteries, a corresponding notice is
attached.

Lamps If you can remove the lamps yourself without
destroying them, also remove these before
disposal.

u Take the appliance out of operation. (see 8.3 Taking the
appliance out of service)

u Appliances with batteries: remove the batteries. For descrip-
tion, see Maintenance chapter.

u If possible: remove lamps without destroying them.

9.2 Disposing of the appliance in an
environmentally friendly manner

The appliance still contains
valuable materials and must
be disposed of separately from
unsorted municipal waste.

Dispose of batteries separately
from the old appliance. To do this,
you can return the batteries free
of charge to retailers as well as
recycling centres and collection
centres for recyclable materials.

Lamps Dispose of removed lamps via the
respective collection systems.

For Germany:* You can dispose of the appli-
ance free of charge via the
class 1 collection containers at
the local recycling and recyclable
material collection centres. When
purchasing a new fridge/freezer, if
the sales area > 400 m2, retailers
will also take back the old appli-
ance free of charge.*

WARNING
Leaking coolant and oil!
Fire. The coolant contained in the appliance is eco-friendly,
but also flammable. The oil contained in the appliance is flam-
mable. Escaping coolant and oil can ignite if the concentration
is high enough and in contact with an external heat source.
u Do not damage the pipelines of the coolant circuit and the

compressor.
u Transport the appliance without damaging it.
u Dispose of batteries, lamps and the appliance according to

the above specifications.

Decommissioning
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
