Electrical Connection

* Make sure the supply cable is not trapped by the machine, or it can get damaged.
¢ Connect the product to a grounded outlet protected by a fuse complying with the
values in the "Technical specifications” table. The grounding installation has to be
made by a qualified electrician. Ensure that the machine is installed in accordance

with the local regulations.
* Water and electrical connections must be carried out by a qualified technician in
accordance with the manufacturer's instructions and local safety regulations.

¢ The appliance must not have an external switching device such as a timer or
connected to a circuit that is regularly switched on and off.

¢ Do not remove the drain pump filter while there is still water in the appliance. Big
quantities of water can leak out, and there is a risk of scalding due to hot water.

Operation and Maintenance

* Never use any flammable, explosive or toxic solvents. Do not use gasoline and alcohol
etc. as detergents. Only select detergents that are suitable for machine washing.

¢ Make sure that all pockets are emptied. Sharp and rigid items such as coins, brooches,
nails, screws, stones etc. may cause serious damages to this machine.

« Remove all objects from pockets such as lighters and matches before use the
appliance.
